Session I: Key Note Address: Dr.Prakash Pawar

Principal Dr. Babasaheb Gore was the Chairperson and Dr. Prakash Pawar was the Keynote
speaker of the Key- Note session. In the keynote speech, Dr. Prakash Pawar gave the detailed note
on the life and legacy of Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru and the true democracy of India. He told that,
Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru was known as an inclusive leader, while taking any decision about the
welfare of society, Nehru included people from all strata of the society. Further he expressed that,
Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru was not made the democracy limited to the political democracy, but it
was also an economical, moral and social democracy. In the democratic India, Pandit Jawaharlal
Nehru strongly supported to the importance of the opposition party as well as the leader of
opposition. Amalgamation of agriculture and industries was the main focus of Pandit Jawaharlal
Nehru's ideology. Dr. Pawar expressed a deep concern over the Nehru's concepts of the Welfare
State, because most of the post 1964 governments seemed to have oppressed by the concept of
welfare state. The present states do not have that much intimacy about poor people. Dr. Prakash
Pawar mentioned the Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam concept of Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru. He also
focused on Nehru's devotion towards life and liberalism, which was far ahead of his time;
therefore we can acquire unprecedented progress. Dr.Pawar's speech was very crucial regarding
the real understanding and contribution of Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru. It was very studieous and fully
filled with the various references from the life and politics of Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru. All the
delegates were realized the true contribution of Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru's contribution towards the
modern India.
